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The NRSA builds on a series of local plans and through the proposed economic empowerment 

actions, aims to support implementation of recommendations within the following plans: 

 The 2016 Dr. Martin Luther King Corridor Study outlines recommendations to build an 

equitable economy in this area. Inclusion of part of this corridor in the target area creates 

a stronger connection between commercial and residential activities, and if market 

activity improves, could generate additional funding through its CRA. 

 2006 Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. & Veronica S. Shoemaker Boulevards Revitalization 

Plan, which makes recommendations to fuse tourism and culture. These plans articulate a 

common need for revitalization and community visions developed in consultation with 

residents. In particular, the vision for the corridor complements the objectives and 

approach within this report: It calls for “providing housing for a mix of incomes and a 

variety of building types allowing for diverse lifestyle options and incomes to live in the 

same neighborhood [and] creating a more upwardly mobile community with programs 

assisting local residents and businesses” and associated actions like more flexible land-

use standards. 

 

Public participation process  

The City of Fort Myers convened the Place-Based Investment Working Group at three meetings 

between November 2016 and February 2017. These meetings were attended by stakeholders 

from cross-sector organizations with both subject-matter expertise in affordable housing and 

economic development and experiential knowledge of the NRSA. Representatives from the 21st 

Century Collaboration, Greater Fort Myers Chamber of Commerce, Community Redevelopment 

Agency, Lee County, and City of Fort Myers, among other organizations, participated in the 

working group meetings. 

The working group provided strategic direction related to identifying local challenges and 

strengths, setting goals, and prioritizing strategies for the NRSA. Notes from these meetings are 

included in Appendix C. 

Key challenges, priority goals, and economic empowerment actions were further refined through 

the public input process conducted in conjunction with development of the City’s FY18 Annual 

Action Plan.
